"Banghwang," composed by Lee Kyeong-seop in 2001 for wind and string
ensemble, expresses the suffering and discord of the modern era, and,
through various changes in rhythm, conveys the sentiments of modern
youth. The soft, reedy melody of the daegeum, the Korean bamboo

flute, gives way to the bright and brash taepyeongso. "Banghwang" is an
expression of the composer’s struggle to create an original work based on
traditional Korean music styles, such as Sanjo or Sinawi, and Western jazz.
